· metaphors make comparisons that show how two or more unrelated people, places or things are alike or similar and deepen understanding of whatever is compared; metaphors do not include “like” or “as” 

· similes compare two or more people, places or things to show how different things are alike in some way and deepen understanding of whatever is compared; similes include “like” or “as”.
